concert on October they were not disappointed. 

She started the program with several songs from her new CD entitled 'First Rain'.  This  album ventures into new territory while 

staking a claim on what she knows best, music and song rooted in family, nature, love and the human spirit. 

Inga was joined by her outstanding band members Jeff Miley on guitar, Dylan Johnson on bass, Darrell Vos on drums, her sister 

Britta Swearingen, vocal harmony and percussion and was joined for the afternoon by Santa Barbara's own Ron McCarley on 

sax and flute.
